Persons wishing
to speak on any posted agenda item may do so at this time or when the individual item is opened for consideration
by the Council. Speakers will be limited to three (3) minutes unless a longer period is allowed by law for use of a
translator. Persons wishing to speak must complete a speaker card identifying the agenda item that they wish to
speak about and provide that card to the City Administrator so that they may be recognized by the Mayor at the
appropriate time.
